DID YOU KNOW? 
Fitzroy Place Facts 

No 31 Bellevue (c.1830) Reputed 

to be the first Italianate style 

house in Australia, it was built for 

Salier and was owned by the 

Gellibrands for many years. 

No 26 Bishopscourt (western 

section build c.1840; eastern 

section built c.1860)  The residence 

of the Bishop of Tasmania since 

1866. The schoolhouse in the 

grounds (now a Chapel) was built 

around the turn of the century for 

Bishop Montgomery’s children.  

(One of Bishop Montgomery’s 

children was Field Marshall Bernard 

Law Montgomery [1887-1976] of 

WW II fame.  In recognition of his 

war service, he received the title 

of Viscount Montgomery of 

Alamein.) 

No 15 Hathaway (c.1912) The oak 

tree in the grounds is classified by 

the National Trust of Tasmania.  It 

was planted by G.T.W. Boyes, the 

Colonial Auditor and diarist, around 

1831. 

No 10 Truganini Villa is a very 

good example of the late 19th 

century style of architecture 

known as Carpenter’s Gothic. 

No 12 Moorina built before 1840. 

No 5 Zanner  was built prior to 

1843.

A MOUNTAIN FOOTHILLS 

EXCURSION 
South Hobart residents are very 

fortunate in living so close to a 

variety of walking tracks on and 

near Mt. Wellington.  This article 

describes a circular route of 

relatively gentle uphill grades 

suitable for the no-too-fit or 

famil ies w ith not-too-young 

children. 

Beginning at the small park at the 

site of Wellington Falls, about 800 

metres past Bus Stop 37 in 

Strickland Avenue, proceed up 

Strickland Avenue to the junction 

with the Huon Road.  Turning right 

into the track marked Fingerpost 
Track turn into Curtis Avenue.   At 

the end of the avenue is an 

entrance to the Mountain Reserve.  

The initial slope is gradual but 

becomes steeper later.  An 

interesting aspect of this part of 

the walk is a view of the Cascade 
Brewery with the Tasman Bridge as 

a backdrop.   

Turning right at a well-marked 

intersection into O’Grady’s Falls 
Track, it’s downhill all the way to 

the most attractive O’Grady’s Falls, 

and, a little further on, to another 

even more interesting waterfall.  

Turning back, one comes to the 

Rivulet Track, which returns the 

walker to Strickland Avenue by a 

totally downhill track-steep in 

places. The walk comes out not far 

from the starting point. 

Approximate time:  1 hour.
